Contest Instructions in Addition to Rules listed in PB727, Land Judging Guide

1. 4 pits numbered 1 through 4.

2. 4 groups, based on the last letter of your contestant number (A is group 1, B is group 2, C is group 3,  D is group 4.

3. 20 minutes per pit, group leaders will keep time

4. Group leaders will lead you to pits, in consecutive order. Group 1 start at pit 1, group 2 at pit 2, ect.

5. Proceed to next highest numbered pit, or from 1 to 4.

6. Put pit numbers on your cards as soon as you get to the pit to be judged.  Pit numbers are on signs at pit.

7. Pits judged between the plastic tape strips.

8. Take samples outside the taped area.  Pits are variable and judges looked at the area between the tape.

9. Slope stakes are at 100 feet apart unless otherwise indicated, marked by wooden stakes.

10. Water bottles at pits, no personal water bottles. Use for texture determination, not for slope or drinking or washing hands, etc.. Leave for next group.

11. At pit, can have only automated scoring card, clear plastic clip board to hold automated score card, plain sheet paper to protect the score card and use for calculations, pen or pencil,  digging tool.

12. NO notes,  PDA’s, calculators, cell phones etc

13. When finished,  4H should give card to group leader and move away from the pit. Wait for the group leader before moving to the next pit. FFA should cover automated score card with provided paper when not marking answers
14. No talking between contestants in pit area or when moving between pits. Any questions should be directed to your group leader only
15. Talking to anyone but your group leader  during the time prior to the group leader picking up the automated scoring cards may disqualify the contestant(s) doing the talking at the discretion of the group leader.  Again all questions you have should be directed only to your group leader.

16. At the end of the contest, we will go to each pit and discuss correct scoring. All contestants should stay for the discussion.
